Goals

1. Increase access to surgical care for the poor 

by educating early career reconstructive 

surgeons.

2. Enhance the skills of reconstructive surgeons 

and their teams in developing counties.

3. Transform patients’ lives by restoring 

function through the full scope of 

reconstructive plastic surgery.

The problem

• 18 million annual deaths are due to 

surgically treatable conditions.

• Injuries, malignancies and congenital 

conditions represents 2/3 of all premature 

death and disabilities caused by lack of 

surgical care and shortage of reconstructive 

plastic surgeons.

Congenital conditions

•For example, a child born with cleft in 
developing countries will lose 8x the 
years of premature disability or death 
compared to wealthier countries.

Burns & Traffic Accident

• Incidence higher in developing 
countries.

•Over 96% of fatal fire-related burns 
occur in low to middle-income countries.
